Casopis Anthropologie zalozil r. 1923 prof. Jindiich Matiegka ve spolupraci s proslulym
americkym krajanem prof. AleSem Hrdlickou. J. Matiegka se pak ujal jeho redakce, s niz mu
od. r. 1935 vypomahal jeho zak prof. Jiti Maly. Casopis viak svého zakladatele nepiezil
a zanikl v roce 1941, kdy J. Matiegka umira.

Po dvacetileté ptestavce obnovil Anthropologii prof. Jan Jelinek zstavu Anthropos

MZM. Ten casopis redigoval od prvniho ro¢niku (1962) az do r. 1995, kdy se redakce ujala
dr. Marta Dockalova, ktera jiz fadu let pfedtim v redakci plisobila jako pomocna editorka.
Z pocatku je jako spoluvydavatel uvadéna i CSAV a organizace International Anthropological
publications Oosterhout. Jan Jelinek od samého zacatku usiloval, aby obnoveny casopis m¢l
mezindrodni ohlas, a pfispévky v Cestiné proto piijimal jen zcela vyjimécné. Pozdéji se
cizojazycny charakter Casopisu stal normou. I kdyz redakéni rada se vzdy rekrutovala
z Ceskych a slovenskych odbornikl (z nichz jediny K. Valoch tu piisobi od 1. ¢isla dosud),
mezi ,,spoluporacovniky* se vzdy objevovala zvu¢nd jména evropskych a v posledni dobé
1 severoamerickych badateld. Ti vSak do naplné ¢asopisu nijak nezasahovali a spiSe se od nich
o¢ekavalo jen zasilani pfispévki. Cizojazycny raz periodika jisté pfispél k jeho svétovému
rozsiteni, soucasné vSak zpusobil, ze domaci archeologicka pracovisté jej po dlouhou dobu
nebrali pfili§ na védomi — nepochybné k vlastni $kod¢.
v souvislosti s vydavatelem, jimz byl vzdy tstav Anthropos Moravského (zemského) muzea,
se jeho obsah obohacoval o mnoho pfispévkll z oboru paleoantropologie, archeologie
a etnologie. Pfedlozend bibliografie zachycuje takika v uplnosti pravé ¢lanky z téchto obort
(v€etné bohaté zastoupené egyptologie), z recentni fyzické antropologie pak jen ty, které Ize
vyuzit pfi studiu lidskych pozustatki z archeologickych vyzkumil. Zavér kazdého ze tii
kazdorocnich ¢isel tvofi rozsahld recenzni Cast, kterou jsme zde jiz nemohli podchytit.
Rejstiiky zachycuji 1 lokality a jevy neuvedené v titulu, ovSem ne zcela vycCerpavajicim
zpusobem.

Star$i ¢isla Anthropologie si lze obstarat v istavu Anthropos MZM (Zelny trh 7, 659 37
Brno), kde je mozno vyménou ziskat 1 téméf celou dosavadni fadu.

BIBLIOGRAPHISCHES REGISTER DER ARCHAEOLOGIE UND
PALAOANHROPOLOGIE

Die Zeitschrift Anthropologie, die in den Jahren 1923 — 1941 von Prof. J. Matiegka
herausgegeben worden war, wurde Anfang der 60er Jahre durch Prof. Jan Jelinek aus dem
Anthropos-Institut des Mahrischen Landesmuseums erneuert. Er redigierte die Zeitschrift von
ithrem ersten Jahrgang (1962) bis zum Jahre 1995, wo ihre Redaktion von Dr. Marta
Dockalova iibernommen wurde. Jan Jelinek war von Anfang an bemiiht, der Zeitschrift eine
internationale Dimension zu geben, daher erschienen unter seinen ,,Mitarbeitern* klangvolle
Namen europdischer und in der letzten Zeit auch nordamerikanischer Forscher. Der eigene
Redationsrat rekrutierte sich jedoch immer aus tschechischen und slowakischen Fachleuten
(von welchen nur K. Valoch darin von der ersten Nummer bis heute titig ist). Der
fremdsprachige Charakter des Periodikums trug sicherlich zu seiner weltweiten Verbreitung
bei, gleichzeitig hatte er jedoch zu Folge, da3 einheimische archdologische Arbeitsstitten es
lange Zeit nicht viel zur Kenntnis nahmen — unbestritten zu ihrem Nachteil.

Der Schwerpunkt der Zeitschrift lag natiirlich immer in der physischen Anthropologie,
aber im Zusammenhang mit ihrem Herausgeber — dem Anthropos-Institut des Méahrischen
Landesmuseums — wurde ihr Inhalt mit vielen Beitrigen aus dem Bereich der
Paldoanthropologie, Archdologie und Ethnologie bereichert. Die vorliegende Bibliographie
bringt fast in Vollstindigkeit gerade Artikel aus jenen Fachgebieten (einschlieBlich der
reichlich vertretenen Agyptologie), aus der rezenten physischen Anthropologie dann nur jene,
die bei dem Studium menschlicher Uberreste aus archiiologischen Grabungen von Bedeutung
sein konnen. Den Schlul3 jeder der drei alljahrlichen Nummern bildet ein umfangreicher
Rezensionsteil, der hier nicht einbezogen ist. Register fiihren auch die im Titel nicht
genannten Fundstellen und Erscheinungen an, jedoch nicht auf erschopfende Weise.
